Percents I The Fisherman and His Wife I

Reading Parts: Narrator, Fisherman, Wife, Fish

(1) Narrator: There was once a fisherman who lived with
his wife in a pig sty near a big lake. Every day he went out
fishing. On Monday he caught 8.7 pounds of fish, on Tues-
day 12.4 pounds, on Wednesday 3.6 pounds, and on Thurs-
day 13.7 pounds. So far during the week he had caught a
total of pounds of fish.
